JUNE 3RD ð11 AM CORPUS CHRISTI MASS 
AND PROCESSION ð The Feast of Corpus Christi 
(Latin for Body of Christ), celebrates the tradition 
and belief in the body and blood of Jesus Christ and 
his Real Presence in the Eucharist.  It emphasizes the 
joy of the institution of the Eucharist, which we 
observed on Maundy Thursday in the somber 
atmosphere of the nearness of Good Friday.  The 
Feast is liturgically celebrated on the Sunday after 
the Most Holy Trinity as its proper day.  Here at  
St. Anthony, at the end of our 11 am Mass on Corpus 
Christi Sunday, we will observe an outdoor 
procession of the Blessed Sacrament.  All are 
welcome to join us in the procession, which will take 
us to Cambridge Street and Stone Drive, and back to 
the parish.  The outdoor procession will be followed 
by Benediction of the Blessed Sacrament.
