Merged?

Let me share with you the history of my favorite 
company in the world: itôs the toy company, 
LEGO.  In its 66-year history, LEGO had never 
had a down year. Then in 1980, LEGO hit a 
massive growth spurt, amassing a STUNNING 
double-digit growth for 15 consecutive years.  
The company was ON FIRE!  
 
Then, in 1998, profits plummeted, from $186mm 
down to $48mm in one year. Think about that.  
66 years of consecutive growth, double digit 
growth for a long time and then BOOM! the 
bottom drops out of it.  
 
What happened? Well, this is what happened. 
LEGO, their leaders, underestimated how much 
the digital revolution would change how children 
play. Childrenôs schedules suddenly got a lot 
busier and their free time didn't go to creative 
play. Instead, it went straight to playing video 
games.  And for those in the LEGO industry, that 
change seemed like it happened overnight. So 
what happened? The company now has massive 
challenges.  
 

Here's what we need to understand. Like all 
organizations, like all families, our parish family 
of St. Anthonyôs is facing some challenges right 
now. But remember this, new challenges always 
equal new opportunities.  
 
What happened to LEGO? Well, George Lucas 
was preparing to release the first of three 
prequels to the original Star Wars franchise. So 
Lucas Films proposed partnering with LEGO to 
release Star Wars LEGOs. The LEGO Senior Vice 
President didn't understand the movie industry, 
didn't like the movie industry, and according to 
the article I read, said ñover MY dead body.ò 
 
Thankfully, for LEGO, the grandson of the LEGO 
founder saw the opportunity and signed the deal. 
Now, LEGO is BOOMING again, with its own 
line of movies. Why? Because the problem led to 
a new opportunity. Remember this, new 
challenges create new opportunities.  
 
What do we do? We see problems before they are 
big. We attack problems early before they 
become big problems. The world around us is 
changing rapidly. Change creates opportunities, 
not threats. Don't be afraid of change. Whenever 
there is change, wherever there is uncertainty, 
there is opportunity.  
 
Things are changing in the Catholic Church. 
Don't be afraid of what's coming.  Create the 
future. Thatôs what we are about tonight.  
Tonight we want to tell you exactly from weôre 
seeing for St. Anthonyôs, both the good and the 
bad. We want to tell you of a potential financial 
crisis that might happen to St Anthonyôs in four 
to five years if nothing were to change between 
now and then. We want to discuss parish 
consolidation and how it might affect  
St. Anthonyôs if we become financially unviable. 
With that Iôll turn over to Steve Giffoni who will 
explain the financial outlook of the parish.
